You should know how to tip in case you're paying the bill
for a meal or in case you ever work as a server.

Number Crunching

Smart shoppers compare food prices between stores and between different
brands at the same store. One brand of refried beans might cost more than another
brand, but if it contains more beans, you'll have to use math to compare the two
prices. Once you know the cost per ounce, you'll know which beans are a better
bargain.

Some stores print the cost per ounce (or cost per unit) beside the price. That
makes comparison shopping easier!

Math Rules!

Correct tipping requires that you us
math, and it's easy once you get the
hang of it. Here goes:

1. Tip at least 15% of your
bill — 20% for really good
service.

2. First figure 10%. That's
moving the decimal one place to
the left: 10% of $15 is $1.50,
10% of $9.50 is $.95, 10% of
$21 is $2.10, etc.

3. Make absolutely certain that you
understand #2.

4. To get 15%, take 10%, halve it,
and add that half to the original
10% amount: 10% of a $15.00
bill is $1.50. Half of that is $.75.
Add $1.50 and $.75. The tip is
$2.25.

5. For a 20% tip, take 10% and
double it. That's it.
