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Tips for teachers:
What to do with
newspaper leftovers

Creative distribution: Use only one section
of the newspaper at a time. Other sections
can be saved for another day or shared
with another class. You may want students
to write their names on papers and stack
them to use again. The newspaper has
enough in it for students to use for several
days!

Creative review: A class set of newspapers
will usually fitin a large grocery bag. Bags
can be dated on the end or saved for
cut-up activities. Or, lay a string halfway
across a box the size of a folded
newspaper. Put newspapers in the box

on top of the string. When the box is full,
tie the string and lift the papers out.

Creative disposal: There are several ways
you can recycle the newspaper. The best
way is to send them home with the
children. Another choice is to offer them
to the art department to use.
