correspondence to and from admissions
and financial aid officers in your portfolio.

When you want to apply online for
admission to a college, my GoHigher
automatically plugs your saved data into
the application for you. This time-saving
feature also works when you file your
FAFSA online from GoHigherKY.org.

The applications themselves are stored

in the portfolio, and each portfolio has a
personalized calendar that you can use to
keep track of application deadlines and
upcoming meetings with admissions
officers.
