Applicants must show
financial need. The maximum award
amount is $1,000 for tuition, plus a book
allowance of $50 per credit hour.

To be considered for a grant, students must
complete a Go Higher Grant application
and the Free Application for Federal
Student Aid (FAFSA). Grant applications
are available at www.kheaa.com. The

There is no deadline for applying,

but students are encouraged to apply as
quickly as possible because funding is
limited.
